Student learning is evaluated through a mix of continuous as-
sessment and final exams held at the end of each semester.

Courses typically combine lectures (cours magistraux)—
large-format classes—and tutorials or practicals (TD/TP),
which are mandatory small-group sessions that reinforce and
apply course content.

LANGUAGE REQUIREMENTS

For the DEUF program, a minimum B1 level in
French is required. Some faculties require a higher
level: B2 for Law and Philosophy, and C1 for Infor-
mation and Communication.

For the SELF program, students should have a
French level of A2 to B1 maximum.

Students whose home university does not operate
in English must provide proof of English proficien-
cy through an official test with minimum scores
required (e.g. TOEFL iBT 80, IELTS 6.5, etc).

SCHOOL French Summer School is an intensive 6-week

programme designed to help students improve

JUNE - JULY (DATES TBC) their French language skills while discovering the
city of Lyon.

Within walking distance from Lyon 3’s cam-
pus, students can discover the charm of the
Presqu’ile, the historic Vieux Lyon, the bustling
Croix-Rousse district, and the scenic Rhéne and
Sabne riverbanks.

This programme includes a total of 70 hours of
courses broken down into the following courses :

French as a foreign language - 5 credits,
35 hours

Students take a placement test on their arrival
and are placed in the appropriate level group.
